Shot as a wildlife documentary over several months, this 27 minute film follows the lives of 
domestic rats (R. norvegicus) after being released outdoors where they have to compete, like their 
cousins, for food, shelter and mates. We witness the emergence of a complex and structured society 
which soon thrives in this wild environment, and such is the range of the rats’ talent that guide of 
what is important to a rat becomes a guided tour of the central issues in animal behaviour, and to a 
certain extent our own (see www.ratlife.org).
